PROGRAM GUIDELINES 

 
Attached please find an application form for The Auburn Players Samuel V. 

Kennedy III Memorial Scholarship.  To be eligible to apply for this annual 

scholarship, one must meet the following criteria: 

 
Eligibility 

 

 Be an incoming freshman attending Cayuga Community 

College, or 

  

 Be currently enrolled as a freshman who intends to return to 

Cayuga Community College for his or her sophomore year; 

  

 Demonstrate an intent to seriously pursue the academic study 

of theatre; 

  

 Have achieved a minimum academic average of 85 while in high 

school, if applying as an in-coming freshman, or have achieved 

a minimum of 2.5 GPA at Cayuga, as well as a 3.0 academic 

average in theatre courses, if applying as a currently enrolled 

freshman; 

  

 Be a permanent resident of Cayuga County, or of one of the five 

contiguous counties. 

 
Application Procedures 

 

Candidates are asked to please fill out the enclosed application form, which 

includes an essay, and send it together with an official copy of his or her 

academic transcript, plus two letters of recommendation, one being a personal 

reference and the other being a theatre reference, to the name and address 

included at the bottom of the application form. 

 
Deadline for Applications 

 

Candidates are asked to submit their application no later than May 1 of the 

year in which the applicant is planning to attend.  A committee of the 

Auburn Players Community Theatre will select the awardee.  Each year, the 

scholarship will be in the amount of $200.

You are reminded that to be eligible 

for consideration for the Auburn Players Samuel V. Kennedy III Memorial 

Scholarship you must have maintained a minimum GPA of 2.5 and, 

additionally, have a grade point average of 3.0 or better in theatre courses 

while in college or, if applying as a senior in high school, have achieved a 

minimum academic average of 85 to graduate from high school.
